1.  Business and Professions Code § 6068(d) states that it is not the duty of an attorney to employ, for the purpose of maintaining the causes confided to him or her those means only as are consistent with truth.  TRUE or FALSE
2.  Business and Professions Code § 6068(d) provides that an attorney must never seek to mislead the judge or any judicial officer by an artifice or false statement of fact or law.

3.  Rule of Professional Responsibility rule 5-200(A) states that in presenting a matter to a court, an attorney shall employ, for the purpose of maintaining the causes confided to the member such means only as are consistent with truth.  TRUE or FALSE
4.  Rule of Professional Responsibility rule 5-200(B) provides that an attorney may mislead the judge, judicial officer, or jury by an artifice or false statement of fact or law.  TRUE or FALSE
5.  Extrinsic legislative history aids are sources outside the text, such as the conventional or dictionary meaning of the terms used in the statute.  TRUE or FALSE
6.  Citing to cases that predate a substantive change in the law before the court could be construed as misleading the court.  TRUE or FALSE
7.  When a statute’s language is substantively amended by subsequent versions of the same bill, failure to so inform the court could possibly mislead the judge when the attorney is citing to an early amended version of the bill.  TRUE or FALSE
8.  The amended versions of a bill are an example of extrinsic evidence.  TRUE or FALSE
9.  A court’s criteria to discern the legislative intent of a legislative measure may not include the “ostensible objects to be achieved” by this bill’s passage.  TRUE or FALSE
10.  Code of Civil Procedure § 1859 states that “In the construction of a statute the intention of the Legislature is to be pursued … if possible.”  TRUE or FALSE
11.  Pursuant to Code of Civil Procedure § 1859, when an attorney has a statutory construction issue with no case law, she may have a duty to look at the legislative history.  TRUE or FALSE
12.  Pursuant to Code of Civil Procedure § 2018.030(a), an attorney requesting legislative history research in writing can protect the information in the communication between the independent research firm and the attorney as a “work product privilege.”  TRUE or FALSE
13.  Legislative history documents may be judicially noticed under Evidence Code §452(c) as “extrinsic aids to the court” because they are considered to be “official acts of the legislature.”  TRUE or FALSE
14.  California Rules of Court rule 8.252(a) requires the service and filing of a separate motion with proposed order to take judicial notice on appeal.  TRUE or FALSE
15.  Courts will require judicial notice even when citing to “published” legislative documents.  TRUE or FALSE
16.  Submitting a “full” legislative history is required for all courts at all times.
